Bharat Biotech revealed a partnership with Alopexx Inc aimed at the
development and commercialization of Alopexx's broad-spectrum anti-
microbial vaccine in India and various low-income nations.

Microsoft has acquired a substantial piece of land in the Hinjewadi area of
Pune, representing a significant investment in India's commercial real estate
market. As per documents obtained by property portal Square Yards, Microsoft
Corporation (India) Private Ltd has bought 66,414.5 square meters (around 16.4
acres) for Rs. 519.72 crore.

Adani Ports and Special Economic Zone has entered into a concession
agreement to construct Berth No. 13 at Deendayal Port located in Kandla, Gujarat.
This berth is designed to accommodate multipurpose cargo and is anticipated to
commence operations by the fiscal year 2027.
