Indian equity markets snapped its three-day losing streak and closed with healthy
gains amid strong global cues as concerns about a U.S. recession eased. Markets
witnessed a notable rebound from the recent fall after the Bank of Japan's Deputy
Governor reassured that the central bank would not raise interest rates during a
period of financial instability, which eased the Yen carry trade issue.

Lupin has reported a 77% rise in consolidated net profit, reaching Rs. 801 crore for
Q1FY25, fueled by strong sales performance. In Q1 FY24, the net profit was Rs. 452
crore. The total revenue from operations rose to Rs 5,600 crore for the first quarter,
as against Rs 4,814 crore in the Jun quarter of FY24.
